All applicants must meet the general requirements for admission to the Graduate School. In addition to these general requirements, Harris College of Nursing and Health Sciences requires the following for admission to the Ph.D. program:

    A minimum 3.5 grade point average (GPA) on all prior graduate level course work is strongly preferred.
    A completed course in statistics (adequacy will be evaluated by the committee).
    A completed graduate level research course.
    A completed master’s degree or higher in a related field from a program accredited by a nationally recognized accrediting body.
    A completed thesis or comparable project from the master’s or higher prepared degree.
    Three letters of recommendation. Two of the three must be academic references with at least one of those from a previous graduate program faculty member or administrator.
    A letter discussing research interest area(s) and professional goals.
    A current license to practice in related field of study in the U.S.  if applicable to the discipline.
    A curriculum vita or résumé.

Applicants who do not meet the 3.5 GPA, but who have a GPA of 3.0 on prior graduate level course work may be considered for provisional admission on an individual basis. Factors that will be considered in the admission decision are GRE, GPA on graduate level course work, research interest, scholarly activities, professional leadership, and work history.

	catalog proposed: All applicants must meet general requirements for admission to the Graduate School. In addition to these general requirements, Harris College of Nursing and Health Sciences requires the following for admission to the PhD program: 

1. Three letters of recommendation: At least one of the three should be an academic reference.
2. A letter discussing research interest area(s) and professional goals.
3. A curriculum vita or resume.

Harris College of Nursing and Health Sciences recommends the following for admission to the Ph.D. program:

1. A minimum 3.5 grade point average (GPA) on all prior graduate level course work
2. A completed course in statistics 
3. A completed graduate level research course
4. A completed thesis or comparable project from the master’s or higher prepared degree

Individual units within Harris College may require the following, dependent on field-specific requirements: 

1. A completed master’s degree or higher in a related field from a program accredited by a nationally recognized accrediting body.
2. A current license to practice in a related field of study in the U.S. if applicable to the discipline

Factors that will be considered in the admission decision include GPA on graduate level course work, research interest, scholarly activities, professional leadership, and work history. The GRE is not required, but students may choose to submit current scores.

	description of change: The PhD Oversight Committee for Harris College has agreed that the admissions requirements need to be re-worded to promote clarity to applicants. As they were originally written, it sounds like all points listed are requirements, when that is not always true for certain areas of study (e.g., what is true for a student affiliated with Nursing may not be true for a student affiliated with Kinesiology - even though, for example, "if applicable to the discipline" is included, this is unclear to a lot of students). The changes are meant to clarify what is required versus what is suggested. We also changed the requirement that two of three recommendations be academic references because we have many students who come back to the program after many years of clinical practice. In that case, having mostly academic references is not helpful. We also clarify that the GRE is not required. 
	explanation: Changes will not affect outcomes or assessment mechanisms within the program; they will affect understanding of potential applicants (and hopefully the clarity will help increase potential applicants). 
	evidence: Questions from potential applicants and informal survey of potential applicants has yielded substantial confusion about the actual requirements for entry into the PhD in Health Sciences. The current wording in the catalog does not sufficiently capture the variability of the units that admit students in the PhD in Health Sciences program (Nursing, Nurse Anesthesia, Kinesiology, Communication Sciences and Disorders, and Social Work). 

These wording changes do not change current requirements, rather, they clarify which items are universal requirements and which ones are more field-dependent. 

We have chosen to clarify that the GRE is optional in light of the body of evidence indicating that the GRE is substantially biased. Our admissions requirements have, to date, been sufficient for recruiting high-quality students who are sufficiently prepared for study and we have not needed GRE scores to determine that.
